GRIFFIN BACKPACK

SUPPLIES

« Paper lunch bag

« Scissors

- Crayons or colored pencils

« Glue
- Griffin template with backpack straps

DIRECTIONS

1. Complete the sentence, “My griffin helps me...”

2. Cut out the griffin image and flap cover from the template.
3. Fold down the top of a paper lunch bag to make a flap.

4. Glue the griffin image on one side of the bag (the side
that will show when you wear the backpack, which is
the side the flap opens on). Do not overlap the image
with the flap, so the bag opens easily.

4. Fold the cut paper flap cover over the bag flap so that
the “My Griffin Helps Me” writing is visible above the
griffin image, and glue in place.

5. Cut out the two backpack straps from the template.

6. On the opposite side of the bag from the griffin image,
glue the two strips of paper at the top and bottom
edges to make backpack straps, as shown.
